A standard image format used to create images of text pages, with a good compression/quality ratio
when scanning multiple page files in color.

= MPDF - MPDF stands for Multi-page PDF. This allows multiple pages to be scanned into a single
document. For the 7800 to work with this, you will need to set up Timeout options in the settings.

TIFF/MTIFF

A common image format that has little compression, similar to BMP, but produces the smallest file size of
all image types when using Black and White.

m  MTIFF —also allows for multiple-page Tiff files. Like MPDF, for the 7800 to work with this, you will need
to set up Timeout options in the settings.
